The war
left deep marks on families, communities, and in our collective memory,” the Deputy
Prime Minister stated.

The events brought together veterans, local authorities, and residents of the
communities, who observed a moment of silence in memory of the heroes and
reaffirmed their deep respect for those who defended the sovereignty of the state.
